belonging to 38 chapters and 18 SIGs (Special Interest Groups).

m JALT focuses on pedagogy, classroom management, curriculum
development, teaching children, teacher training, computer assisted

language learning, and other teaching specialties.

m Educators are given opportunities to present at conferences and
publish papers in a variety of research journals while networking

with other professionals throughout Japan.

m National members receive the "The Language Teacher," a monthly
journal with articles on practical teaching, book reviews, theoretical

discussions, chapter and SIG events, and job listings.

m They also receive the JALT Journal, containing practical and

theoretical articles and research reports, and discounts to many
events including the annual International Conference.
